GUANGDONG WINTER CAMP AND CHINA TOUR 2003

This is a Winter Camp specially set up for young overseas Chinese from a number of countries. The Camp is organised by the Overseas Chinese Affairs Office of the Guangdong Provincial People’s Government. 

The activities in the Camp includes:

· Language studies, Chinese history, calligraphy, arts, singing, dancing and martial arts

· Visits to participants’ ancestral village

· Sightseeing and visiting other learning institutions

· Meeting and socialising with local young Chinese youths.

Following the Camp there will be a tour of China including Shanghai and Beijing. . Two days will be spent in Hong Kong after the China tour.

All participants must be of Guangdong descent. Applicants with only one parent of Guangdong descent are eligible. The tour party will be limited to youths aged from 18 to 26 years old.   Price has been based on minimum of 21 people plus a tour manager (Janet Joe).

If participants wish to visit their ancestral village, they must include the Chinese name of their relation and their addresses (in Chinese characters).

The tour will depart from Auckland on Saturday 29 November 2003 and return to Auckland on 29 December 2003. 

The expected itinerary is:

Sat 29 November 2003
Departs New Zealand from Auckland for Hong Kong  

and then to Guangzhou by Cathay Pacific on the same day.  

Stay in Guangzhou for 5 nights and visit ancestral villages and sightseeing.  Guangzhou Winter Camp activities from 4 to 12 Dec arranged with the Guangdong Overseas Affairs Office. Staying in Jiangmen at Wuyi University for 10 days.

Sun 14 December 2003 
Depart Guangzhou to Beijing by air.

Six nights in Beijing.  Sightseeing includes the Great Wall and Ming Tombs, Forbidden City, Temple of Heaven, Tiananmen Square, Summer Palace, Silk markets and Hutong Tour. One free day to explore Beijing on your own.

Sat 20 December 2003 
Depart Beijing to Hangzhou by air 

2 nights in Hangzhou. Westlake boat cruises, Yuefei Temple, Dragon Well Tea village

Mon 22 December 2003
Hangzhou to Shanghai via Wuzhen by bus

4 nights.  Wuzhhen is one of the many canal towns on the Grand Canal.  Sightseeing in Shanghai includes the Bund, Yu Yuan & Old Shanghai town, Jade Buddah Temple, Nanjing Road and Shanghai History Museum. One free day to explore Shanghai on your own.

Fri 26 December 2003 
Shanghai to Hong Kong  

2 nights in Hong Kong. Free time in Hong Kong.

Sun 28 December 2003 
Depart Hong Kong for Auckland by Cathay Pacific.

Mon 29 December 2003
Arrive in Auckland and transfer to Wellington/ 

Christchurch

All participants are required to travel with the group from Auckland to Hong Kong. However, should any person wish to stay longer in Hong Kong at the end of the tour, they may do so at their own expense. Written consent will be required for any person under 21 year of age who wishes to stay longer in Hong Kong.

The cost of the trip is approximately $5700 per person on a twin-share basis. This price is subject to currency fluctuations.

Tour price include:
· Airfares from Auckland/Wellington/Christchurch to Hong Kong, Guangzhou to Beijing, Shanghai to Hong Kong and then to Auckland/Wellington/Christchurch.

· All transportation and domestic air fares within China.

· All 3-star accommodation and transport in China.

· All organised sightseeing, entrance fees, airport taxes in China.

· All meals in China except for meals on free days in Beijing and Shanghai

· English speaking guides and porterage

· 2 nights accommodation in Hong Kong with return airport to hotel transfers

· NZ departure  & security taxes

· Hong Kong and China departure and security taxes

· Travel insurance for 31 days without excess

Excluded from the Tour price:

· Spending money

· Meals and tours in Hong Kong

· Meals on free days in Shanghai and Beijing

For those wishing to stay in Hong Kong after the tour is possible but must have return dates on the application form as flights are very busy.  Cathay Pacific has flights from Hong Kong everyday.

The closing date for application is 1 July 2003.  A $50 deposit shall be paid with any application.  This deposit will only be refunded if the application is not unsuccessful.  This deposit is required by the airline to make a booking.

A non-refundable deposit of $400 is to be paid within 14 days of notification of acceptance or 25 July 2003, whichever is earlier.

The balance of the cost of the camp must be paid by 15 October 2003.
